(hereinafter, collectively referred to as "Bellt)re cost or charge to Bell, a non-exclusive rigid license to:

2. Owner acknowledges that Bell shall also have adwmeaspath and or/or conduit along, over, undesrothe property,
from the property line to the Building (the “Contljii and in or through the Equipment Space(s)Béfl determines
that a fibre optic cable or Equipment must be ifesiato the Conduit, the Building and/or in the Himaent Space(s),
Bell may, at its sole cost and expense, instalintam, and upgrade any Equipment within the Condthe parties
shall agree in advance (both acting reasonablyh @pplan of installation, upgrade or maintenancthefEquipment
within the Conduit.

3. Except in the case of emergencies, all rights eksg granted and uses permitted herein shall hiklaleato Bell
during normal service hours, three-hundred and/Sixe (365) days per year subject to Bell proviglireasonable
notice to the Owner or its agent of its intentiorenter the Building for the purposes of this Leen Subject to the
tenancy rights of the resident and provided reaslenaotice is given by Bell to the resident and @wener, Bell shall
be permitted entry into a residential unit.

4. The parties shall meet the installation requiremént the equipment to be installed by Bell (thellEEquipment’) as
such requirements are more specifically set fartBchedule "B" hereto. Bell shall, at its own c@8tensure that all
the Bell Equipment is installed in accordance véthlaws, including without limitation, relevantré and building
code requirements in force at the time of instalfgtand (ii) ensure not to interfere with any tgbf any Occupants,
including without limitation ensuring that any wobeing performed by or on behalf of Bell shall merfere or
diminish the Occupant’s rights and/or quiet enjogimef their unit; and (iii) be responsible for tipeovision,
installation, maintenance and repair of the Belliiment during the Term, although each individuat@ant may
incur charges (at Bell's then applicable rateskifipeto such Occupant's in-suite requirements.| Belenants to
repair, at its sole expense, any direct damagget8uilding or the Equipment Space where such dasare caused
by or arising out of any negligent act, wilful migcluct or omission relating to Bell's use and oatiop of the
Equipment Space or the Building (the "Covenanthe Bell Equipment will remain the property of Batlall times,
and will not become a fixture despite any legahgiple to the contrary. Owner agrees that it hakegal or equitable
ownership interest in the Bell Equipment nor anyBefl owned items reasonably contemplated hereth<dnall not
make any claim to the contrary.

5. Nothing in this License limits the Owner's rightregpair any common elements of the Building; predidhat where
any such repair may affect the Bell Equipment,@ener shall: (i) provide Bell with reasonable advamvritten
notice to request Bell to adjust and/or move itsifment before the repairs are made; and (ii) rensd Bell for all
reasonable costs Bell incurs as a result of angmahtelocation or adjustment.

6. Each party represents and warrants that: (1) ifulbsght, power and authority to enter into goefform its covenants
and obligations in this License; (2) it is underaidigation, statutory, contractual or otherwiséjah could prevent or
interfere with the complete performance of its ecams and obligations herein; (3) it is validly anijzed and existing
under the name indicated on this License; and ¢4building rule is in force that would prevent amit either party
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from: (i) entering into this License; and/or (ignborming its obligations hereunder.

Bell Canada will be liable for and will indemnify@d save harmless the Owner, its directors, officemgployees, and
contractors, and those for whom it is responsibl@w (collectively, the "Owner Indemnitees"), frand against any
and all losses, suits, actions, causes of actimgegdings, damages, costs, claims and expensisciieely, the
"Losses") arising from physical damage to any talegdroperty or bodily injury, including death,day person caused
by or arising out of any negligent act, wilful miszluct or omission relating to Bell's use and oatiop of the
Equipment Space or the Building (including, withdiatitation, the Covenant set forth in Section 4€e), provided
that Bell Canada will not be required to indemritig Owner Indemnitees to the extent any such Lomsesaused by
any negligent act, wilful misconduct or omissionawfy of the Owner Indemnitees. Notwithstandingftiregoing, in
no event will Bell Canada be liable for or indenyréind save harmless any of the Owner Indemnitees &md against
any indirect, special, incidental or consequerdeinages, including loss of revenue, loss of profitss of business
opportunity or loss of use of any facilities or peoty, even if advised of the possibility of sua@mthges. The Owner
shall indemnify and save Bell harmless from anyslo$ or damage to the Equipment caused by the Qwitser
employees, agents or contractors or for those wien©wner is responsible for in law. This Sectibalssurvive the
expiration or termination of this License.

The term of this License is effective as of theeEfive Date and shall continue to run for a peobden (10) years
from the Effective Date (the "Term"). The Term wik automatically extended for additional one yeams for so
long as Bell Services are available to the Buildithg "Renewal Term") on the terms and conditiozeim.

Either Party may terminate this License: (i) upopaaty providing to the other party hereto with ttem notice of its
intention not to renew this License at least onedned and twenty (120) days prior to the expiratdrthe Term or
Renewal Term, as they case may be, and providepittiies were unable to reach agreement after iaiggt renewal
terms in good faith (ii) for a material breach hdrevhere such breach is not cured within nine@) (@ays of receipt
of written notice by the other party of such breamh(ii) immediately, in the event the other pagcomes bankrupt
or insolvent, becomes unable to pay its liabilitidsen they become due, has insolvency proceedimgsnenced by
or against it, makes an assignment for the beagfis creditors, takes the benefit of any statetating to bankrupt or
insolvent debtors; or where an order is made oesalution is passed for the winding up of the otbarty; or a
receiver, receiver and manager, interim receivastée in bankruptcy or liquidator is appointedake possession of
the assets of other party; or a creditor takessstepgssue an Application for a Bankruptcy Ordeaiagt the other
party; bankruptcy, reorganization, assignment,tipatior appointment of a trustee or such otheroddhsolvency of
the other party.

Upon expiry or termination of this Licenand provided there are no further active subsrsilo Bell
Services in the Building (in which case Bell willtain title to the Bell Equipment), Notwithstandiagything to the
contrary contained in this License, Bell shall bsponsible, at its sole cost and expense, foreimval of any Bell
Equipment (included but not limited to cables ores). Bell shall be allowed thirty (30) days tancve the Bell
Equipment and return the Equipment Space to igir@i condition, after which the Bell Equipment Bhee deemed
abandoned and ownership and title shall autométit@nsfer to the Owner, where the Owner may resnitne Bell
Equipment and pursue available remedies to redbeecost of removal.

Upon any Transfer of the Bilgl (other than a
conveyance without consideration of a portion ef Building to a governmental authority requirecoagt of or in the
course of the development thereof), the Owner st@lke the transferee to execute and deliver tbaBehgreement
whereby the transferee agrees to assume and be bguail the rights and obligations of the Ownersasout herein
(the "Assumption"). Failure to comply with this pision shall be deemed to constitute a materisddhenereof. Upon
the date any such Assumption becomes effectiveQthrer shall be immediately released from its atilmns under
this License in respect of the Building (save axcept for any outstanding obligations arising heder prior to such
Assumption).

The Owner and Bell hereby agree that this Agreeraedtany information provided by one party to tiieeo party
