This License is made as of the date last signdablly parties below (the "Effective Date").

In consideration of the mutual rights and obligasidierein expressed, the sum of $2.00 paid by paxth to the other and
other good and valuable consideration (the recammt sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged) Banada and
Fuzion Downtown Development Inc. (the "Owner") ages follows:

1. Owner hereby grants to Bell Canada and any Affili@e8CE Inc. ("Affiliates" as defined in the Canada Bess
Corporations Act, as amended) including without tation, those for whom Bell Canada is responsibldaim
(hereinafter, collectively referred to as "Bell")rat cost or charge to Bell, a non-exclusive right Brense to:

i. enter on and gain access in, over or under thd-omittdwelling building to be constructed by thev@er as more
specifically described in Schedule "A" (the "Buildii and the common elements and other common afaag
Building, including without limitation, access todanse of, one or more rooms or other segregatezespa, on,
over or under the Building (the "Equipment Spacg(&)l' the purposes of: (a) making available andvigiog
telecommunications and other communication servitdgect to CRTC rulings from time to time, (colleeliv
the "Bell Services") to prospective purchasers dral dwners, tenants, invitees or residents of thédBgi
(collectively, the "Occupant(s)"); and (b) exenagsinon exclusive marketing and advertising rightadcordance
with the terms and conditions of the Marketing Agrent - New Condominium Buildings dated December 13,
2010 (the "Marketing Agreement");

ii. use, construct, install, test, operate, n@mtrepair, service, upgrade, modify, remove amlace Equipment in,
on, over or under the Building (including withoutmltation, installation of Equipment for marketing
demonstrations of Bell Services). "Equipment” inésicbut is not limited to any hardware, wire, cadplin
infrastructure or otherwise (excluding conduit),iethis necessary and incidental to enable and eteland
demonstrate Bell Services to Occupants. Nothingimdmmits Bell's ability to change, alter or replatiee
Equipment with new and/or different equipment neaggto provision the Bell Services; and

iii. in the event closed-circuit security telewis cameras and/or other video equipment (e.g., liienp,
splitters)(collectively, the "CCTV') exists in thailtling, access and to use the signal feed frorh &E€TV's for
the purpose of injecting such feed into the Belvideiss. Owner acknowledges that Bell makes no reptasen
or warranty in connection with access to the CCT\dg®, content or quality of the signal feed.

Nothing herein shall be construed or interpretedraating Bell any exclusive access rights or acpesgeges in or
to the Building to the exclusion of any other thixaties.

2. Owner acknowledges that Bell shall also have acmesspath and/or conduit along, over, under ortengroperty,
from the property line to the Building (the "Condyiand in or through the Equipment Space(s). If Biegitermines
that a fibre optic cable or Equipment must be ifesfato the Conduit, the Building and/or in the Equgnt Space(s),
Bell may install, maintain or upgrade the cable anefuipment contained in such Conduit. Owner and $elll in
advance, agree (both acting reasonably) upon agplawstallation, upgrade or maintenance of sudfiecar equipment
contained in the Conduit.

3. Except in the case of emergencies, all rights oEsg granted and uses permitted herein shall balaleato Bell
during normal service hours, three-hundred and/dixe (365) days per year subject to Bell providireasonable
notice to the Owner or its agent of its intentiorenter the Building for the purposes of this Leen

4. The parties shall meet the installation requiresénit the equipment to be installed by Bell (the TE&uipment’) as
such requirements are more specifically set fartB¢hedule "B" hereto. Bell shall, at its own cogtefqisure that all
the Bell Equipment is installed in accordance wilthlaws, including without limitation, relevant &rand building
code requirements in force at the time of instaligtand (ii) be responsible for the provision tatigtion, maintenance
and repair of the Bell Equipment during the Terrthaligh each individual Occupant may incur charge8€ll's then
applicable rates) specific to such Occupant's itesequirements. Bell covenants to repair, at die ®£xpense, any
direct damages to the Building or the Equipment 8pabere such damages are caused by or arisingfayo
negligent act, wilful misconduct or omission ratgtito Bell's use and occupation of the Equipmentc&pa the
Building (the "Covenant"). Except as otherwise preddn Section 22 of the Condominium Act, 1998, thél Be
Equipment will remain the property of Bell at atintes, and will not become a fixture despite anyllegdaciple to the
contrary. Owner agrees that it has no legal ortabjlé ownership interest in the Bell Equipment nor af Bell owned
Items reasonably contemplated herein and shalhaée any claim to the contrary.

5. Nothing in this License limits the Owner's rightrepair any common elements of the Building; prodideat where
any such repair may affect the Bell Equipment, then€r shall: (i) provide Bell with reasonable advamc#ten notice
to request Bell to adjust and/or move its Equipmeefore the repairs are made; and (ii) reimburse Rellall
reasonable costs Bell incurs as a result of anyriahtelocation or adjustment.

6. Each party represents and warrants that: (1) ifdlagght, power and authority to enter into gperform its covenants
and obligations in this License; (2) it is underotigation, statutory, contractual or otherwisdjat could prevent or
interfere with the complete performance of its ectaugs and obligations herein; (3) it is validly aniged and existing
under the name indicated on this License; and ¢4gondominium Rule or By-law is in force that woyddevent or
limit either party from: (i) entering into this Lense; and/or (ii) performing its obligations hergen

Bell Canada will be liable for and will indemnify asdve harmless the Owner, its directors, officensployees, and
contractors, and those for whom it is responsibl&aw (collectively, the "Owner Indemnitees"), frand against any
and all losses, suits, actions, causes of actiomgepdings, damages, costs, claims and expenskasciwely, the
"Losses") arising from physical damage to any thalegproperty or bodily injury, including death, day person caused
by or arising out of any negligent act, wilful miseluct or omission relating to Bell's use and octiapaof the
Equipment Space or the Building (including, withdiatitation, the Covenant set forth in Section 4 lexeprovided
that Bell Canada will not be required to indemnifg tBwner Indemnitees to the extent any such Lossesaaised by
any negligent act, wilful misconduct or omissioraofy of the Owner Indemnitees. Notwithstandingftitegoing, in no
event will Bell Canada be liable for or indemnifydasave harmless any of the Owner Indemnitees fruragainst any
indirect, special, incidental or consequential dgesa including loss of revenue, loss of profitsssimf business
opportunity or loss of use of any facilities or pesty, even if advised of the possibility of sucdmthges. The Owner
shall indemnify and save Bell harmless from anyslo$ or damage to the Equipment caused by the Qwitser
employees, agents or contractors or for those with@enOwner is responsible for in law. This Sectibalksurvive the
expiration or termination of this License.

The term of this License is effective as of thecEfive Date and shall continue to run for a peabten (10) years from
the Effective Date (the "Term"). The Term will betamatically extended for additional one year teforsso long as
Bell Services are available to the Building (the "RemleTerm”) on the terms and conditions herein. 8cibjo the
provisions of the Condominium Act, 1998, as amendgxhn registration of a condominium plan in respefcthe

Building (the "Corporation") prior to the expiry dig Term, the Owner shall, upon such registratienintmediately
released from its obligations under this Licensaésand except for any outstanding obligationsrayieereunder prior
to such registration) whereupon the Corporationlsdedume and be bound by all the rights and olidigatof the

Owner as set out herein and shall be responsiblsufoh obligations. Save and except for such assompy the

Corporation, none of the rights and obligations am&d herein may be assigned or transferred by @writhout the

prior written consent of Bell.

Either party may terminate this License: (i) upopaaty providing to the other party hereto with teem notice of its
intention not to renew this License at least onedned and eighty (180) days prior to the expiratidrihe Term or
Renewal Term, provided there are no active subgsritweBell Services in the Building; (ii) in the evesf a material
breach hereof, where such breach is not curedmitimety (90) days of receipt of written noticethg other party of
such breach; or (iii) immediately, in the event tiker party becomes bankrupt or insolvent, becamesle to pay its
liabilities when they become due, has insolven@ceedings commenced by or against it, makes agressit for the
benefit of its creditors, takes the benefit of atgtute relating to bankrupt or insolvent debtorswhere an order is
made or a resolution is passed for the winding fithe other party; or a receiver, receiver and rganainterim
receiver, trustee in bankruptcy or liquidator ipaipted to take possession of the assets of otty;por a creditor
takes steps to issue an Application for a Bankrupfoger against the other party; bankruptcy, redegdion,
assignment, petition or appointment of a trustesumh other act of insolvency of the other partythé action of a
governmental agency requires modification of Befiarvices or the terms in which they are providedchtis
inconsistent with the terms of this License or impdell's ability to provide Bell's Services in anoeomical and
technically practical fashion, Bell may terminatésthicense upon thirty (30) days' written notice @avner. Upon
expiry or termination of this License, Bell shall @léowed thirty (30) days to remove the Equipmemnbject to Section
22 of the Condominium Act, 1998. None of the rightsl obligations contained herein may be assigndchosferred
by the Owner without the prior written consent ofiBe

If any provisiohtlois License i
found to be invalid, illegal or unenforceable, tither provisions of this Licensealhnot be affected or impaired, ¢
the offending provision shall automatically be nfedi to the least extent necessary in order to dil,vlegal an
enforceable.
