ii. use, construct, install, test, operate, raim repair, service, upgrade, modify, remove mplace Equipment
in, on, over or under the Building (including witholimitation, installation of Equipment for markegj
demonstrations of Bell Services). "Equipment” inesicbut is not limited to any hardware, wire, cadplin
infrastructure or otherwise (excluding conduit),iethis necessary and incidental to enable and efelind
demonstrate Bell Services to Occupants. Nothingiméimits Bell's ability to change, alter or repéathe
Equipment with new and/or different equipment nsaegto provision the Bell Services; and

iii. in the event closed-circuit security telsign cameras and/or other video equipment (e.gplifiens,
splitters)(collectively, the "CCTV") exists in the Bling, access and to use the signal feed from €E€HV's
for the purpose of injecting such feed into the B®dlrvices. Owner acknowledges that Bell makes no
representation or warranty in connection with ast¢eshe CCTV or use, content or quality of the dideed.

Nothing herein shall be construed or interpretedraating Bell any exclusive access rights or acpesgeges in or
to the Building to the exclusion of any other thixatties.

2. Owner acknowledges that Bell shall also have admeaspath and/or conduit along, over, under orlengroperty,
from the property line to the Building (the "Conduiaind in or through the Equipment Space(s). I Betermines
that a fibre optic cable or Equipment must be ifextato the Conduit, the Building and/or the Equipin8pace(s),
Bell may install, maintain, and upgrade any Equipmithin the Conduit. The parties shall agree inatbe (both
acting reasonably) upon a plan of installation,ragg or maintenance of the Equipment within the @Qand

3. Except in the case of emergencies, all rights oksg granted and uses permitted herein shall bialaleato Bell
during normal service hours, three-hundred and/dixe (365) days per year subject to Bell providirgasonable
notice to the Owner or its agent of its intentiorenter the Building for the purposes of this Lieen

4, The parties shall meet the installation requireimémt the equipment to be installed by Bell (the TEguipment") as
such requirements are more specifically set fartBé¢hedule "B" hereto. Bell shall, at its own cogtefisure that all
the Bell Equipment is installed in accordance withlaws, including without limitation, relevant érand building
code requirements in force at the time of instalfgt and (ii) be responsible for the provision, tatiation,
maintenance and repair of the Bell Equipment duttiregTerm, although each individual Occupant mayiiraharges
(at Bell's then applicable rates) specific to sudeupant's in-suite requirements. Bell covenantepair, at its sole
expense, any direct damages to the Building or thegient Space where such damages are causedaliging out
of any negligent act, wilful misconduct or omissiatating to Bell's use and occupation of the Emépt Space or
the Building (the "Covenant"). The Bell Equipment wiémain the property of Bell at all times, and witit become a
fixture despite any legal principle to the contradyner agrees that it has no legal or equitableesship interest in
the Bell Equipment nor any of Bell owned items reeddy contemplated herein and shall not make. &aiynco the
contrary.

5. Nothing in this License limits the Owner's rightrepair any common elements of the Building; prodideat where
any such repair may affect the Bell Equipment, then€ shall: (i) provide Bell with reasonable advanciten notice
to request Bell to adjust and/or move its Equipmieefore the repairs are made; and (ii) reimburse Rellall
reasonable costs Bell incurs as a result of anyriabtelocation or adjustment.

6. Each party represents and warrants that: (1) ifdlesght, power and authority to enter into goerform its covenants
and obligations in this License; (2) it is underaidigation, statutory, contractual or otherwisdjai could prevent or
interfere with the complete performance of its ctaw@s and obligations herein; (3) it is validly angzed and existing
under the name indicated on this License; and ¢4uilding rule is in force that would prevent amit either party
from: (i) entering into this License; and/or (igngforming its obligations hereunder.

Bell Canada will be liable for and will indemnify asdve harmless the Owner, its directors, officensployees, and
contractors, and those for whom it is responsiblaw (collectively, the "Owner Indemnitees"), frand against any
and all losses, suits, actions, causes of actimgepdings, damages, costs, claims and expenskscijeely, the
"Losses") arising from physical damage to any tialegbroperty or bodily injury, including death,day person caused
by or arising out of any negligent act, wilful miswluct or omission relating to Bell's use and octiapaof the
Equipment Space or the Building (including, withdiatitation, the Covenant set forth in Section 4 &reprovided
that Bell Canada will not be required to indemnifg tBwner Indemnitees to the extent any such Lossesaaised by
any negligent act, wilful misconduct or omissionaofy of the Owner Indemnitees. Notwithstandingftiregoing, in
no event will Bell Canada be liable for or indemrafyd save harmless any of the Owner Indemnitees drmragainst
any indirect, special, incidental or consequerdeages, including loss of revenue, loss of proliitss of business
opportunity or loss of use of any facilities or pesty, even if advised of the possibility of sudmnthges. The Owner
shall indemnify and save Bell harmless from any lokor damage to the Equipment caused by the Owteer,
employees, agents or contractors or for those wih@en©wner is responsible for in law. This Sectibalksurvive the
expiration or termination of this License.

The term of this License is effective as of theeEfive Date and shall continue to run for a penbéden (10) years
from the Effective Date (the "Term"). The Term wilé automatically extended for additional one yeams for so
long as Bell Services are available to the Buildihg (Renewal Term") on the terms and conditionsihere

Either Party may terminate this License: (i) upopaaty providing to the other party hereto with téem notice of its
intention not to renew this License at least onedned and eighty (180) days prior to the expiratibrihe Term or
Renewal Term, provided there are no active subgsritze Bell Services in the Building; (ii) for a matdrbreach
hereof, where such breach is not cured within gi(@0) days of receipt of written notice by the etiparty of such
breach; or (ii) immediately, in the event the otiparty becomes bankrupt or insolvent, becomes en@bbay its
liabilities when they become due, has insolvenocpedings commenced by or against it, makes agrassit for the
benefit of its creditors, takes the benefit of atgtute relating to bankrupt or insolvent debtorswhere an order is
made or a resolution is passed for the winding tithe other party; or a receiver, receiver and rganainterim
receiver, trustee in bankruptcy or liquidator ipainted to take possession of the assets of oty;por a creditor
takes steps to issue an Application for a Bankrupgdrger against the other party; bankruptcy, redmgion,
assignment, petition or appointment of a trustesumh other act of insolvency of the other partythé action of a
governmental agency requires modification of BeB&rvices or the terms in which they are providedclhs
inconsistent with the terms of this License or impdell's ability to provide Bell's Services in anoeomical and
technically practical fashion, Bell may terminatésthicense upon thirty (30) days' written noticeQevner. Upon
expiry or termination of this License and providdmtre are no further active subscribers to Bell 8esvin the
Building (in which case Bell will retain title to tigell Equipment), Bell shall be allowed thirty (3Qys to remove the
Bell Equipment, after which the Bell Equipment slieldeemed abandoned and ownership and title shatatically
transfer to the Owner. None of the rights and @ltigms contained herein may be assigned or traesféry the Owner
without the prior written consent of Bell.

"CRTC").

12.  This License and the Marketing Agreement constithie entire agreement of the parties and superakderior
agreements and understandings on the subject rhatteof. Except as provided in Section 6, neitl@typmakes any
representation or warranty express or impliedustay or otherwise to the other. If any provisiohtlois License is
found to be invalid, illegal or unenforceable, tither provisions of this License shall not be daffdoor impaired, and
the offending provision shall automatically be nimdl to the least extent necessary in order to dl vlegal and
enforceable.

13.  None of the rights and obligations contained hereay be assigned or transferred by the Owner witltioel prior
written consent of Bell. Owner shall immediatelyifyoBell, in writing, in the event of any proposed actual sale,
conveyance, assignment or transfer (collectivélg,"Transfer") of all or part of the Building. Upany Transfer of the
Building, the Owner shall request the transfereexecute and deliver to Bell an agreement wherebytriresferee
agrees to assume and be bound by all the rightooblightions of the Owner as set out herein (thestAnption").
Failure to comply with this provision shall be desirto constitute a material breach hereof. Uponddte any such
Assumption becomes effective, the Owner shall bmediiately released from its obligations under thitense in
respect of the Building (save and except for anptantding obligations arising hereunder prior tohsAssumption).
Bell may assign this License provided notice of sassignment is given to the Owner, In the eventrdmesferee does
not assume the License, this License shall ceasgpty to the Building upon the date of transferhwiio further
obligations to either party save and except for@mgtanding obligations arising hereunder pricsuoh Transfer.

14.  The Owner and Bell hereby agree that this Agreeraadtany information provided by one party to thieeotparty
herein, including, without limitation, informatiorelating to third parties obtained, shall remair ttonfidential
information of the parties and neither party shdificlose such confidential information without thgor written
consent of the other party, or unless disclosureuch confidential information is compelled by jtidl or regulatory
process or otherwise by law or if the confidentidbrmation has been made public without any achigthe disclosing
party. For greater certainty, this provision simait be construed to prevent either party from disiolg any of the terms
of this Agreement to its auditors, financial angdeadvisors, or as may otherwise be required Wy Tdis section shall
survive the expiry or early termination of this Agment.

15.  The parties confirm that it is their wish that thisense and all documents and all documents aretagents directly
or indirectly relating thereto, including noticd® drawn up in English. Les parties reconnaissmtJolonté expresse
que cette licence ainsi que tous les documentsretenitions qui s’y rattachent directement ou irdement, y compris
les avis, soient rédigés en langue anglaise.
