In consideration of the mutual rights and obligasidierein expressed, the sum of $2.00 paid by paxth to the other and
other good and valuable consideration (the recaiut sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged)l Eanada and
Toronto Standard Condominium Corporation No. 1488 (Owner") agree as follows:

1. Owner hereby grants to Bell Canada and any AféSabf BCE Inc. ("Affiliates" as defined in the CamaBusiness
Corporations Act, as amended) including withoutitétion, those for whom Bell Canada is responsioldaw
(hereinafter, collectively referred to as "Bellt)re cost or charge to Bell, a non-exclusive rigid license to:

i. enter on and gain access in, over or under thei-omitt dwelling building described in Schedule "Athe
"Building") and the common elements and other comraceas of the Building, including without limitai,
access to and use of, one or more rooms or otlggegated spaces in, on, over or under the Buildthg
"Equipment Space(s)")for the purposes of: (a) nalawailable and providing telecommunications anigent
communication services subject to CRTC rulings frame to time, (collectively the "Bell Services"p t
prospective purchasers and the owners, tenantsteesv or residents of the Building (collectivelyhet
"Occupant(s)"); and (b) exercising non exclusiverkating and advertising rights in accordance with terms
and conditions of the Marketing Agreement - Exgtidondominium Buildings dated December 21, 201# (th
"Marketing Agreement");

ii. use, construct, install, test, operate, rt&am repair, service, upgrade, modify, remove saplace Equipment in,
on, over or under the Building (including withouimitation, installation of Equipment for marketing
demonstrations of Bell Services). "Equipment" imigds but is not limited to any hardware, wire, aadli
infrastructure or otherwise (excluding conduit), iethis necessary and incidental to enable and eleland
demonstrate Bell Services to Occupants. Nothingihelimits Bell's ability to change, alter or repéathe
Equipment with new and/or different equipment nsaegto provision the Bell Services; and

iii. in the event closed-circuit security teledsi cameras and/or video equipment (e.g., amplifiers
splitters)(collectively, the “CCTV") exists in tHauilding, access and to use the signal feed frooh £€CTV's for
the purpose of injecting such feed into the Beliviges. Owner acknowledges that Bell makes noessgrtation
or warranty in connection with access to the CCTVse, content or quality of the signal feed.

Nothing herein shall be comstl or interpreted as granting Bell any exclusigeess rights or access privileges
in or to the Building to the exclusion of any atlieird parties.

2. Owner acknowledges that Bell shall also have actesspath and/or conduit along, over, under othenproperty,
from the property line to the Building (the “Contf)i and in or through the Equipment Space(s). il Bletermines
that a fibre optic cable or Equipment must be ifedeto the Conduit, the Building and/or the EqugathSpace(s), Bell
may install, maintain, and upgrade any Equipmatitiimthe Conduit. The parties shall agree in adea(both acting
reasonably) upon a plan of installation, upgradmaimtenance of the Equipment within the Conduit.

3. Except in the case of emergencies, all rights akess granted and uses permitted herein shall bialeato Bell
during normal service hours, three-hundred and/Sixe (365) days per year subject to Bell provglireasonable
notice to the Owner or its agent of its intentiorenhter the Building for the purposes of this Leen

4. The parties shall meet the installation requireméot the equipment to be installed by Bell (thellBEquipment”) as
such requirements are more specifically set fortBchedule "B" hereto. Bell shall, at its own cdgtensure that all
the Bell Equipment is installed in accordance wailHaws, including without limitation, relevantré& and building code
requirements in force at the time of installatiand (ii) be responsible for the provision, instidla, maintenance and
repair of the Bell Equipment during the Term, aithb each individual Occupant may incur chargesB@ls then
applicable rates) specific to such Occupant's itesequirements. Bell covenants to repair, asdle expense, any
direct damages to the Building or the Equipmentc8pahere such damages are caused by or arisingf cay
negligent act, wilful misconduct or omission ratatito Bell's use and occupation of the Equipmerdc8por the
Building (the "Covenant"). Except as otherwise ed in Section 22 of the Condominium Act, 1998 tBell
Equipment will remain the property of Bell at athes, and will not become a fixture despite anywlgminciple to the
contrary. Owner agrees that it has no legal ortablé ownership interest in the Bell Equipment aoy of Bell owned
items reasonably contemplated herein and shalhaée any claim to the contrary.

Nothing in this License limits the Owner's rightrpair any common elements of the Building; predidhat where
any such repair may affect the Bell Equipment,@vener shall: (i) provide Bell with reasonable adsamvritten notice
to request Bell to adjust and/or move its Equipmieefiore the repairs are made; and (ii) reimbursi e all
reasonable costs Bell incurs as a result of angmahtelocation or adjustment.

Each party represents and warrants that: (1) ifdleeght, power and authority to enter into goerform its covenants
and obligations in this License; (2) it is underoimigation, statutory, contractual or otherwiséjaf could prevent or
interfere with the complete performance of its ecws and obligations herein; (3) it is validly anized and existing
under the name indicated on this License; and ¢4¢gandominium Rule or By-law is in force that woudcevent or
limit either party from: (i) entering into this Lense; and/or (ii) performing its obligations herdemn

Bell Canada will be liable for and will indemnifyid save harmless the Owner, its directors, officemsployees, and
contractors, and those for whom it is responsibl&w (collectively, the "Owner Indemnitees"), frand against any
and all losses, suits, actions, causes of actiomgegdings, damages, costs, claims and expensksciwely, the
"Losses") arising from physical damage to any thlegoroperty or bodily injury, including death,day person caused
by or arising out of any negligent act, wilful mismluct or omission relating to Bell's use and oetiop of the
Equipment Space or the Building (including, withdiatitation, the Covenant set forth in Section 4die), provided
that Bell Canada will not be required to indemritig Owner Indemnitees to the extent any such Laasesaused by
any negligent act, wilful misconduct or omissionaofy of the Owner Indemnitees. Notwithstanding fdregoing, in
no event will Bell Canada be liable for or indefgrand save harmless any of the Owner Indemnitexs &nd against
any indirect, special, incidental or consequerdainages, including loss of revenue, loss of profitss of business
opportunity or loss of use of any facilities or peoty, even if advised of the possibility of sudntges. The Owner
shall indemnify and save Bell harmless from anysla$ or damage to the Equipment caused by the Qwitser
employees, agents or contractors or for those wihen©wner is responsible for in law. This Secsball survive the
expiration or termination of this License.

The term of this License is effective as of theeEfive Date and shall continue to run for a peobden (10) years
from the Effective Date (the “Term”). The Term wile automatically extended for additional one yeeams for so
long as Bell Services are available to the Buildithg "Renewal Term") on the terms and conditiogxeim.

Either Party may terminate this License, i) in gt at least ninety (90) days prior to the end ke Term or any
Renewal Term, provided there are no active subsiibo Bell Services in the Building; (ii) for a tadal breach
hereof, where such breach is not cured within gi(@0) days of receipt of written notice by the etlparty of such
breach; or (iii) immediately, in the event the otlparty becomes bankrupt or insolvent, becomes lan@bpay its

liabilities when they become due, has insolven@cpedings commenced by or against it, makes agressit for the
benefit of its creditors, takes the benefit of atgtute relating to bankrupt or insolvent debtorsywhere an order is
made or a resolution is passed for the winding fuphe other party; or a receiver, receiver and rganainterim

receiver, trustee in bankruptcy or liquidator ipaipted to take possession of the assets of otmty;or a creditor
takes steps to issue an Application for a Bankguglzder against the other party; bankruptcy, reoigion,

assignment, petition or appointment of a trustesumh other act of insolvency of the other partythé action of a
governmental agency requires modification of BeBsrvices or the terms in which they are providductv is

inconsistent with the terms of this License or impdell's ability to provide Bell's Services in asonomical and
technically practical fashion, Bell may terminakistLicense upon thirty (30) days' written noticeQwner. Upon
expiry or termination of this License, Bell shadl &llowed thirty (30) days to remove the Equipmeunbject to Section
22 of the Condominium Act, 1998. None of the righigl obligations contained herein may be assignedhosferred
by the Owner without the prior written consent &ilB

"CRTC").

Except as provided in Section 6, neitl@typmakes any
representation or warranty express or impliedustay or otherwise to the other. If any provisiohtlois License is
found to be invalid, illegal or unenforceable, titber provisions of this License shall not be atdoor impaired, and
the offending provision shall automatically be nfetl to the least extent necessary in order to di&l,vlegal and
enforceable.
